IT IS GOING TO FREEZE, HOW DO I PROTECT MY PLANTS?
Protecting your landscape plants in North Texas is as easy as 1, 2, and 3.  If you plan ahead and do some work in the fall you will be ahead of the game when the wind shifts and the arctic air heads this way.  Remember that snow is insulating and warmer than ice, so a forecast in the upper 20’s with a few inches of snow is not worth getting worried over;  however rain turning to ice is.
1. In fall or early winter mulch all of your landscape beds and tree rings.  It is recommended that you add a 2-3 inch layer of mulch.  You can use wood mulch, dried leaves, and grass clippings – pine nuggets are not recommended in this area.

2. Take inventory of you freeze cloth or Plankets to cover the more sensitive landscape plants – ie:  palms, hibiscus, potted plants.  Your winter annuals will be fine in the upper 20’s and will handle snow it is the ice that you will want to protect them from.  Purchase enough sod staples to secure your freeze cloth so it does not blow off or blow away.

3. Before the arctic air hits, water all of your landscape well, this will help to insulate the roots and watered plant material survives the cold much better.
4. Now all you need to do is properly cover your plant material.  When the cold air is gone remember to remove the covers and allow your plants to soak up the sun.
