JANUARY IN THE GARDEN

As every true gardener knows regardless of the month there are always things to do in a garden.  Here is a list of things to work on this month.
PREPARING

· Great time of the year to start getting new landscape beds ready for planting.  

· Add compost to existing landscape beds 

PLANTING

· Time to plant Trees, Shrubs, Roses and cool weather annuals such as Pansies, Snapdragons, Dianthius and Violias

· Daffodil and Tulip bulbs

· Fruit and Pecan Trees

· Transplant any plant material that you have been wanting to relocate to a new area 

PRUNING

· Time to prune trees and crape myrtles.  When pruning crape myrtles remember to only prune branches smaller than your pinkie please do not top your crape myrtles.  If in doubt please stop by the nursery for a quick lesson on how to properly prune your crape myrtles.

· Existing fruit trees – best to prune right before the buds set

PROTECT/CONTROL

· Plants suffer from the cold less if protected with 2-3 inches of mulch

· Time to spray dormant oil on plants that often suffer from scale insects such as hollies, euonymus, camellias crape myrtles, oaks.

· Time to also spray dormant oil on pecan trees

· Look for and remove bagworms from evergreens and conifers – bagworms are also often found on bald cypress trees

FERTILIZE

· Time to fertilize your existing trees and shrubs.  Evergreens such as hollies and live oaks will also benefit from an application of Texas Greensand.

· Fertilize your pansies with Colorstar or blood meal

· Fertilize your iris and other bulbs with bone meal

WATER

· Remember to water well before a hard freeze if we have not recently received a nice rain.

· Also please remember to provide water for our feathered friends.
